“ZEB-SILVER 100_2.1" and tap to connectit.

USB/SD Mode:

The speaker automatically switches to
USB/SD input mode with the LED display when
a USB flash drive/SD Card is inserted (this
mode isn't selectable on the speaker or remote
control unless a USB/SD flash drive is
connected).



FMradio:

Switch the speaker to FM mode. In FM
mode, use the PLAY/PAUSE button in the
subwoofer control panel or remote to scan for
the available FM channels. Once the FM
scanning is done, the scanned channels will
begin to play.

AUX-IN:

Switch the speaker to AUX mode. The
speaker can be connected to an audio device
using an RCA to 3.5mm. Connect the one end
ofthe cable to the speaker and the other end to
an audio source.
