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Playing Audio via BT Connection

1. Turn on sound bar and then short-press
the mode button to switch to BT and the LED
will show bLUE

2. Activate the pairing function on your
phone or other compatible device and select
"ZEB-SONATA1".

3. When successfully paired, you will hear a
tone and the LED Display will stay on.

4. The remote control includes BT mode
playback controls.

Playing Audio via USB Port

The sound bar automatically switches to
USB input mode when a USB flash drive is
inserted and starts playing the tracks

automatically.
Note : This mode isn't selectable on the sound bar or
remote control unless a USB flash drive is connected.

Audio Input (AUX) Connection

1. Connect the sound bar to your PC, tablet,
smartphone, TV or other device using the
included audio cable.

2. In this mode, playback can only be
controlled onyour connected device.

TV (ARC) Mode

1. The Soundbar supports TV with Audio
Return Channel (ARC). If your TV is TV ARC
compliant, you can hear the TV audio through



your Soundbar by using a single TV cable

2. Using a High Speed TV cable, connect the
TV (ARC) connector on the soundbar to the TV
ARC connector on the TV. The TV ARC
connector on the TV might be labelled
differently. For details, see the TV user manual.

Coaxial Mode

Use this operating mode to play music
from the Coaxial digital input for example from
a TV Coaxial OUT to the soundbar Coaxial IN.
(TV must have Coaxial output)

1. Connect the Coaxial cable between the
soundbarand TV.

2. Switch to Coaxial input mode and start
playing contentonTV.

3. You can use the volume buttons to
adjustthevolume as peryour requirements.
